GETTING STARTED

1. When you were a kid, what were the things you wished your parents knew?

2. If you are a parent or a person who has influence on children, what are
some things you wish you could communicate clearly to them?

DIGGING DEEPER

1. When you think about the concept of “legacy,” what images, thoughts, or
emotions come to mind for you?

2. Hebrews 11 presents a remarkable list of individuals celebrated for their
unwavering faith. As a group, let’s explore this chapter. What recurring
themes or characteristics do you notice among these faithful figures?

Do these align with your understanding of what it means to leave a legacy?

3. Judges 2:10 describes a generation that “did not know the Lord or the
work that he had done for Israel.” What factors do you believe contributed
to this spiritual decline?



How vital is it to intentionally choose the kind of legacy we want to leave,
and when should we start making those decisions?

4. Our influence extends beyond our individual efforts; we are part of a larger
community—the body of Christ. Deuteronomy 6:6-7 emphasizes the role
of passing down faith to the next generation. How do you perceive the role
of the Church in shaping a meaningful legacy for future generations?
